So far this 
Elk year, Lodge 590 has provided over $42,000 in non-cash donations and over $26,000 in cash donations to the Johnson County 
community.

On another note, our lodge continues to grow, and with that growth comes a need for new ideas, leadership and greater 
participation from our nearly 900 members. Currently, less than 5% of our membership has attended a meeting in the past 12 
months, and we have multiple openings on the board. These positions come with both responsibilities and perks and offer an 
opportunity to help shape the future of our lodge.
