The key is to keep the tempo smooth on the backswing and slightly quicker in the
downswing. Practice the rhythm early in the season to adopt a repeatable tempo and golf sequence. If you'd like help dialing
in your tempo or any other part of your game, feel free to reach out for a lesson.
